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THOTS FROM TOM 
 
Do you realize that we are on the 
doorstep of Thanksgiving?  It is 
only a few weeks away!  Time is 

flying along.  Christmas will be here before we 
know it, and the first Sunday of Advent occurs on 
November 29, which is also our “Bring a Friend to 
Church” Day.  On the 29th we are encouraging you 
to welcome the season of Advent by introducing a 
friend or neighbor to our friendly congregation, and 
then encouraging them to remain with us through at 
least the season of Advent and Christmas to cele-
brate this meaningful time with us.

Beginning on 
Wednesday, November 11, and continuing on No-
vember 18, December 2 and 9, we will be holding 
an adult education video course on discovering the 
Bible.  This is a course that we originally held 
about ten years ago, and we are repeating it again.

We will gather for food 
and good conversation; there is no other agenda for 
these gatherings but just good food and fun! 
 As I mentioned earlier, Advent begins on 
November 29.  Advent is a unique time in our 
church calendar; when the rest of the culture seems 
in a headlong rush to celebrate Christmas the day 
after Thanksgiving, Advent provides Christians 
with the breathing space to contemplate the signifi-
cance of a Messiah coming to dwell with us.  

Christmas is then celebrated beginning with Christ-
mas Eve and continuing through the twelve days of 
the season of Christmastide.  These twelve days 
mark the time between the birth of Christ and the 
day when the Three Wise Men reached the side of 
the Christ Child on January 6, the Day of Epiphany, 
which was the day that the Christ was first mani-
fested (or was first made known) to the Gentiles. 
 So, November looks to be a busy month!  
As always, worship begins at 10:00 every Sunday 
morning, followed by coffee hour and friendship.  I 
hope that you will be able to join us during this spe-
cial month!
